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2.2 Registering the License

2.2.1 Choosing the License Resource Group

The „General Setup“ configuration area contains resources generic to the entire PresSTORE 
application. 
The entire administration is organized into resource groups. Each resource group handles 
a specific configuration area and task. The license resource group defines and enables the 
functionality of the application server according to the given license.

2.2.2 Entering a New License

Depending on the given license, you have to create one or more resource entries. In the 
„Edit“ pop-up menu, choose „New License ..“

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2.2.3 Entering the License Data

All the fields have to be entered according to the printed or the e-mailed license. Confirm 
your entry with the „Update“ button. Should you not have a license beforehand, you can 
request one either per e-mail or by fax.

2.3 Configuring a Jukebox, a Tape Drive or a Disk Volume
Backing up means copying data from on-line storage, e.g. a RAID system, to one or more 
off-line storage units. Off-line storage is e.g. DLT-tapes, which the user usually cannot di-
rectly access. Before PresSTORE can use a tape drive, it has to be configured as a resource. 
There can be more than one device configured, which PresSTORE can use in parallel to back-
up data to. Each device resource carries several attributes, which describe the properties of 
the drive. Drives, which are parts of changers, also have a device resource. Each such resour-
ce is automatically generated when configuring a changer and doesn't need to be added 
manually.
Generally, PresSTORE can use all the SCSI drives supported by the operating system. From 
the multitude of devices, the most common have been especially tested to qualify.
